If you do not have access to a computer, a paper form can be completed and sent to the Council.  All the consultation documents are also available for inspection at the Council’s Customer Service Centre and public libraries in the City.

Once the consultation period has finished, we will analyse and consider all the responses that we receive. At the moment it is intended that we submit the Local Plan to the Secretary of State for examination, together with all the responses next spring.
