Matter CC1: Protecting and Enhancing the Character of Cambridge — Supplement 2

1. The Council's Matter CC1 Statement referred to the Playing Pitch Strategy 2015-
2031* for grass and all weather pitches in Cambridge and South Cambridgeshire and
an Indoor Sports Facility Strategy 2015-2031% to guide future provision of indoor
sports halls, swimming pools and outdoor cycling facilities to serve existing and new
communities. Cambridge City Council and South Cambridgeshire District Council, in
partnership with Sport England, commissioned the strategies to address the two local
authorities’ needs.

2. The Playing Pitch Strategy was the subject of discussion during Day 22 of the Local
Plans Examinations on 15 June 2016. This hearing session concerned Matter CC1B
— Open Space and Natural Environment.

3. During the hearing session, it was suggested that, in the interest of clarity, all playing
pitch sites for Cambridge (as listed in Appendix 1 of the Playing Pitch Strategy)
should include their corresponding site reference as listed in the Open Space and
Recreation Strategy 2011 (RD/NE/050). The Council has made these revisions.
Additionally, the Council has also made a humber of minor revisions to the Playing
Pitch Strategy and the Indoor Sports Facility Strategy.
