PUBLIC-SPACES PROTECTION. ORDER (DOG LCONTROL)
2017

Cambridge City Council (“the Councll") in exercise of its powers pursuant
to Section 59 and 72 of the Anti-social Behaviour, Crime and Pohcmg Act
2014 (“the Act”) hereby makes the following Order:

This Order extends the period for which the Cambridge City Council Public
Spaces Protection Order (Dog Control) 2017 has effect, .

This Order comes into force on the 19t October 2023 date for a period of
3 years until 18" October 2026.

General prqvl_SIoh's:'

1. This Order-applies fo all land within thé Council's administrative area, which is.
open o thé &ir (which includes land that is covered but open to the air on at
least one side) and to which the public are entitled .or pemmitted to have access
(with or wnheut payment). - - - -

2. A person who fails to comply with any obligation imposed by this order is guilty
of a criminal offence by virtue. of section 67(1)-of the Anti-social Behaviour
-Crime and Policing Act 2014 and liable to a fine on summary conviction not
exceeding level 3 on the standard scale; or to be made. subject to a fixed penalty
notice.

3. The Council is satisfied that the conditions set out in Sections 59 and 72 of ‘the

‘Act’ have been met: that activities camied on in a public place within the

-Council's area have had or are likely to have a detrimental effect on the quality

of life of those in the locality; and that the effect; or likely effect, of the activities

is, or Is likély t6 be, of a persistent or- oontlnumg nature, .is, or is likely to be,

such as to make the activities unreasonable, and justifies the restrictions
imposed by this notice.

4. The Council is satisfi ed that the prohibitions and requirements imposed by this
Order are reasonable to. impose in order to prevent the detrimental effect of
these activities from continuing, occurring of recurring, or to reduce that
detrimental effect or to reduce the. risk of its continuance, occurrence or
recurrence.



Obligations on persons with dogs:

If a dog defecates at any tlme on Iand to which this order applies a person who is in
charge of the dog at the time must remove the faeces from the land |mmed|ately
unless:
e They have reasonaﬁle exclise for falllng to do 80; or
'« The owner, occupier or other person or authority having contrel of the land has
consented (generally or speclf‘cally) to his failing to do so.

6. Leads by order
A person in charge of a dog on land to which this order applies must comply with a
“direction given to him by an authorised officer of the Cotincil fo put and keep the dog

on alead unless:

. They have reasonable excyse for failing i do so; or .
e The owner, occupier or other.person or authority having control of the land has
‘consented (generally or specifically) to his failing to do so.

An authorlsed ofﬁoer may-only give a direction under this order if such restraint is
‘reasonably necessary to prevent a nuisarice or behaviour by the dog that is likely to
cause annoyance or dlsturbance to any other: person, or to a bird or “another animal.

12. Exemptlons
Nothing.in this order shall apply to a person who is in charge of:
a. adog which has been trained to guide a blind person.
b. ‘a dog which has been frained tozsslst a deaf person.
¢. adog which has been trained by a prescrlbed charity to assist a disabled

person who has a disability that consists of epilepsy or otherwise ‘affects the
person's mobility, manual dexterity, physical co-ordlnatlon, or ablllty to lift,
carry or otherwise move everyday objects.

adog of a pnescnbed category which has been trained to assist a digabled:
person who has a disabllity (other than one falling within paragraph (t)) of a
prescribed kind.

.For the purposes of the Order, a “disability" means a condition that qualifies as a
disability for the purposes.of the Equality Act 2010 and an "asslstance dog” has the
maamng given by the Equallty Act 2010..
